Auditions will be held Day, May # 4:00-5:30, and Day, May # time pm at the Ford Theatre
in Afton. Come any time during that window. There will be a sign up sheet and kids will
audition in order of the sign ups. Children should come prepared with a 1 minute song. There
is a piano available, but no pianist. We invite children younger than ten to plan to participate
as a chorus member, and they do not need to audition.
